6. Updates on Quality of Colonoscopy and Endoscopy Contract—Diane Dwyer
a. Issues regarding the CCSC and LHD monitoring compliance with Part I. Section H of the Endoscopy Provider Contract template.
Thanks for your questions about the provider endoscopy contract.  We met today to go over the new endoscopist contract in HO Memo #11-18 and the questions you raised about the template contract.

It is our understanding that:

· Each colonoscopist should sign a new contract for FY2012.  

· The language in I, FF, and in II, C. should be in the contract, with a date no later than 7/1/2011.  The date that we have in the template is 7/1/2006.  If the provider is fine with that date you may leave it.  But if not, you may change it to only be prospective monitoring as of 7/1/2011 by changing those sections to read:

"... by producing an annual colonoscopy quality assurance report on colonoscopies performed on or after July 1, 2011 under this contract." 

· If a provider does not want to sign the contract with these two sections in the contract, please discuss with your Health Officer, and if further clarification is needed, you may have your Health Officer talk to Fran Phillips.

b. Colonoscopy feedback reports:  CSC HO Memos #11-21 and #11-22 (see below)—Feedback Reports were mailed to Health Officers from our office last week.  Discussion?
Each local Health Officer should decide how s/he chooses to handle these reports.  Options that have been mentioned include, but are not limited to:

· Telling the providers that the reports are available and that the provider may request a copy of the provider’s individual report if interested.  The health department would then provide a copy of the provider’s report and a copy of the statewide report (Attachment 2) for comparison, upon the provider’s request.  The Dear Colleague letter could also be included (Attachment 1).

· Sending the provider-specific Colonoscopy Feedback Report to providers with a cover memo from the local Health Officer and a copy of the statewide report (Attachment 2) for comparison.  The Dear Colleague letter could also be included (Attachment 1).

We are asking, upon receipt of the colonoscopy feedback reports, that you:

· Review the Colonoscopy Feedback Report for each provider who has performed one or more colonoscopies in this period.

· Discuss with your CRF/CPEST Program staff, the options and your plan for using the provider-specific Colonoscopy Feedback Report and the ‘Dear Colleague” letter.

Please recognize that this is potentially sensitive information and handle appropriately.  

If a provider has contracted with more than one program, we will produce ONE report for that provider, but we will share it with each Health Officer who holds a contract with that provider.  Please work with your neighboring jurisdictions that also hold contracts with the same providers to coordinate your plan for sharing the feedback report.

Lastly, we are interested in knowing how you are handling these reports in your jurisdiction.  Please let me know how your jurisdiction will manage these reports.

9. Administrative/Grants/Budget and Related Fiscal Issues –Barbara Andrews 
a. CPEST Cancer Grant FY 12: No cuts are anticipated and grant guidelines will be available soon.

b. Health Officer Memo #11-06 contains information about Medicare and Medicaid.  Learn enough about Medicare, Medicaid and Primary Adult Care (PAC), to determine if it is appropriate to encourage individuals to seek enrollment in these other insurance programs.  These programs will provide much more encompassing health care. 
c. Community Health Coalition
i. Appointee Exemption Disclosure Forms. We would like to remind you again to review Health Officer Memo #10-41 and the provided examples of completed forms prior to having your Community Health Coalition Members complete the Appointee Exemption Disclosure Forms and your submission to the State Ethics Commission.  
ii. Refer to Health Officer Memo #11-16 and attachments for coalition guidance and strategies to improve coalition participation and activities. 

d. Revised Medicare/Medicaid Reimbursement Rates – Refer to Health Officer Memo #11-14.
