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Briefing on NAB Mid-Year Meeting:November 7-9, 2018

Board Chair Anthony stated that NAB has decided to focus on three initiatives, and they are the
AIT/Preceptor program, how to prepare for exams, and the CE registry. They plan to make
videos and promote the various resources that they have made available to candidates and
preceptors. Ms. Washington stated that in the discussions that she attended the focus was on
finding funding for AIT programs, best practices for awarding credit for AIT programs,
procedures used for licensees with positive criminal histories and issues that the states may or
may not be having with the testing company, PSI.
